Audio Systems
Introduction:

This is a hands-on course involving design and construction of audio systems. Students will be involved with projects and activities explaining how to design high-quality speakers. Students will also gain an understanding of how sound is created and accurately reproduced. Activities at the beginning of the course provide the base knowledge for passive crossover circuits and enclosure design. The course culminates with a final project where the students will design and build a pair of loudspeakers of their own.
